This term, children will 
begin to understand and 
respond to ‘how’ and 
‘why’ questions, 
developing their ability to 
think and talk about 
events and experiences in 
more detail.

Personal, Social and Emotional: 
This term, children will learn to talk about their 
own feelings and begin to consider the feelings 

of others. They will understand the need for 
rules and continue to develop independence

by managing their own belongings and routines 
at school. Children will also build and 

strengthen friendships, learning how to play 
and work cooperatively with others.

Physical development: 
This term, children will develop their gross 
motor skills by exploring different ways to 
travel and move using equipment. They 
will also refine their fine motor control, 
learning to draw lines, circles, and shapes
accurately to create pictures and support 
early writing skills.
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
