Key texts for the term: 

Music:
We will develop our performance skills 
and learn songs and carols for our nativity.

RE - Christianity:
We will focus on the first Christmas and more specifically 
the gifts that Jesus received, their meaning and symbolism, 
and how that compares with gifts today. 

Maths:
In Maths, we will continue showing our number bonds to 10 in different 
ways and begin to calculate simple addition and subtraction number 
sentences including using the +, - and = symbols. 
We will then move on to looking at and recognising and naming 2D and 
3D shapes, along with grouping shapes and exploring patterns. 

History:
This term we will be exploring what the gunpowder plot was and why we celebrate it. 
We will look at when and why it happened, as well as who Guy Fawkes was. 

English:
This term, children will 
continue to build up their 
knowledge of sounds and word 
reading. The children will 
practice spelling words that 
contain diagraphs.
In Writing, we will focus on the 
structure of a sentence, 
including capital letters and full 
stops.

PSHE:
In PSHE, we will be looking at keeping safe and managing 
risks. We will learn about personal safety and knowing who 
can help keep us safe within their community.

Science:
In Science we will be looking at seasons and the key 
changes that happen in Autumn and Winter. We will also 
focus on objects that make light and discuss why we need 
it to see. The children will learn how to keep safe around 
light and fire and also how some animals have different 
senses that have adapted to their needs.

PE:
This term we will be 
focusing on Dance and 
football. This will continue 
to be on Tuesdays and 
Thursdays.

Art:
We will explore the world of print using 
our hands and the world around us. The 
children will focus on how we can use line, 
shape, colour and texture to explore 
pattern, sequencing and symmetry.
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
